This 
network distributes food where it is needed most throughout Cook County. Since 1979, the Food 
Depository has made a daily impact on hunger across Cook County. Last year, the Food Depository 
distributed nearly 72 million pounds of food, 37% of which was fresh produce. Every day the Food 
Depository distributes the equivalent of 164,000 meals. 
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
